Begin your search for books with Lumen, Regis Libraries’ online library catalog. Select “Search Library 

Catalog” from the “Library Quick Links” menu on the Regis Libraries’ website.  

 

Most circulating books are located on Dayton Memorial Library’s 3
rd

 floor. Other titles are in electronic 

format. When you see “electronic resource,” after a result title, click the title, then the “electronic 

document” link for the full text.  

 

You can also search Lumen for government documents, video recordings, journal titles (but not articles), 

and reference books. To limit your search to these items, select the “Advanced Keyword” menu item in 

Lumen.

Scholarly articles are 
written by experts and 
scholars. Each article in a 
scholarly journal is 
reviewed by an editorial 
board prior to 
publication, and must 
meet  stringent 
standards of research.  
Scholarly articles almost 
always include 
references. 

  
 

 
 
Finding Scholarly Articles:  
For a complete list of research databases available through Regis Libraries, choose “A-Z database list” 
from the “Library Quick Links” menu on the Regis Libraries website. The following are databases useful 
for criminology research: 
 
Sociological Abstracts - Begin your search for articles in Sociological 
Abstracts, part of the CSA Illumina collection. This database includes citations 
and abstracts for scholarly literature about criminology. Find abstracts for 
articles from nearly 2,000 journals, as well as references to book reviews, 
books, book chapters, dissertations, and conference papers. See page 4 for tips. 
 
Academic Search Premier ï This article database provides access to many 
criminology-related journals. Try beginning with a keyword search, then 
refine search with the suggested subject terms to the left of the search results. 
 
CQ Researcher - Writing a paper on a controversial social issue? CQ 
Researcher is a superb place to begin. Find reports, written by journalists, on 
subjects such as juvenile justice, gun rights, and prostitution. Reports include 
statistics, opposing viewpoints, legislation, bibliographies, and more. 
 

Academic Onefile - This multi-subject database provides full-text access or 
indexing for many criminology journals.  Try beginning with a “Subject 
Guide Search.”   
 
ScienceDirect (Elsevier) - This database covers all of the sciences, so be sure 
to select “Social Sciences” in the subject field before searching. Science 
Direct includes the full text of hundreds of of journals plus handbooks, 
reference works, and other electronic books. 
  
National Criminal Justice Reference Service Abstracts (NCJRS) 
This free database includes summaries of over 174,000 US and international 
publications, including federal, state, and local government reports, books, 
research reports, journal articles, audiovisual presentations, and unpublished 
research.  
 
LexisNexis Academic 
Click the “Law” tab in the upper-right corner to access Federal and state 
codes and cases. LexisNexis also includes several criminal law review 
publications. 
 

Annual Review of Law and Social Science (within the Annual Reviews series) - This publication 
includes analytic reviews of primary research literature. Many reviews are pertinent to criminological 
research. Don’t pass up this excellent resource; you may find a review of literature on your topic. 
 
PsycArticles 
An excellent source of full-text, scholarly articles about criminal psychology.

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Tips for Searching Sociological Abstracts:   
 
Search Sociological Abstracts by using “Boolean Logic.” In the example below, the “and” means 
the word Homeless must appear in each resulting article along with at least one of the words 
Children or Youth or Juveniles.  
 

 

 
 

 
 
 

Sociological Abstracts Search Screen 

Once you’ve completed your search, notice that you can 
further limit your results using the tabs at the top of the 
screen. If you are required to use scholarly articles click the 
green, peer-reviewed journals tab. 

 

Soc Abstracts searches two or 
more words in the same box 
as a phrase. For example, if 
we typed Homeless Children 
in one of the search boxes, we 
would retrieve all articles 
containing that exact phrase, 
but not articles containing the 
phrase Homeless Youth. 

Sociological Abstracts Results Screen 

The * symbol is used to find variations of a 
word. For example, Homeless* retrieves 
the word Homeless or Homelessness.  

Use the dropdown menu to choose 
from a list of fields to search. Unless 
you have a specific author, title, or 
descriptor, a “keyword” or “anywhere” 
search is a good bet. 

Check to be sure that CSA 
Illumina is searching the correct 
database, Sociological Abstracts.  

Find the full text of an article by clicking the 
“Check for full text” button at the bottom 
of each search result.  

 

Notice that for each of your results 
there is a list of descriptors. Click 
on a term to find all articles 
assigned that descriptor.
