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1. Finding Background Information

When beginning a research project, it's always a great idea to start by looking at background
information. This will help you focus your topic and put it in a proper context. Also, searching for
background information will often lead you to suggestions for further research, so it’s an excellent use
of your time.

2. Primary Sources

In history, primary sources are those materials created as close to the historical event as possible.
Military documents, treaties, foreign policy documents, presidential (or other executive officer) papers,
reports by war correspondents (not editorials or news summaries), letters, diaries and memoirs all
represent primary sources for war experiences. The following is a selective list of primary sources
available in Dayton Memorial Library (DML):

One more source worth mentioning is the American Civil War: Letters and Diaries database (on the
library’s History subject guide under Research by Subject). It includes letters, diaries, and memaoirs
written by more than 2000 people living during the US Civil War. You can browse by date, battle,
personal events, etc., or search by keyword.

Lumen vs. Prospector: where to start

Regis has a good collection of war-related books, so it's possible that you’ll find everything you need at
Regis. If you're looking for a specific book, it’s best to start in Lumen to see if Regis owns it, then switch
to Prospector by clicking on the Check Other Libraries button within the Lumen catalog. For other
searches, Lumen is a much faster system (since it’s a smaller database), so start with Lumen to refine
your search, then switch to Prospector to expand the number of results.

Lumen Library Catalog (Regis)

= searches both DML and the Colorado Springs branch library

= keyword search — finds records with the word(s) in the title, subjects, contents, and notes

=  subject word search — finds records with the word in the subject heading

= author search — books by a certain author

= title search —displays titles in alphabetical order or attempts an exact match if the entire title is
entered — can be sent to Prospector (see below) if it's not owned by Regis

Prospector Union Catalog (Colorado Alliance of Research Libraries)

=  group catalog for 23 academic and public libraries, including Regis

= search functions are the same as Lumen

= if Regis doesn't own the book, or if the Regis copy is checked out, it may be requested through
Prospector using your student ID number (7 digits starting with a 0 or 1)

= use Prospector to request books from our Colorado Springs library

= allow 4-5 days for the book to be delivered (longer on weekends) — to check the status of a request,
contact the circulation department at circdesk@regis.edu or 303-458-4030, or use the My Library
Account section of Lumen (click on the link under Services)

3. Secondary Sources

Finding books
Being aware of variations of terms, or of how terms have changed over time is crucial to identifying all
relevant titles. The following are two examples of how one subject is described by many terms:

World War |l Nazi

European War, 1939 Nazism

Far East and Pacific Areas National Socialism

World War, 1939-1945 Germany -- National Socialist Movement

Use the Library of Congress Subject Headings (5 vols., available at the Reference Desk) to identify the
correct subject headings for searching in Lumen and Prospector.

One series that’s worth a special mention is The American Experience in World War Il (D 769.A2 A4d4
2003, 12 vols.). This is a collection of previously published articles from scholarly journals. Each volume
covers a different topic, such as the home front, American diplomacy, and the role of minorities and
women. The volumes may be checked out, but be mindful of your fellow scholars and return the
volumes at your earliest convenience.

Finding journal articles

Journal articles generally provide up-to-date information. Current scholarly articles on historical events
offer analysis and theory. Articles written around the time of an historical event can provide a
contemporary viewpoint. Before examining the specific article resources for history, take a moment to
review the sidebar on Boolean searching, which

= full-text news reports from leading local, national, and international newspapers and wire services
= will not have war stories from earlier eras, but may be useful for locating interviews

= use the Guided Search option to select specific news sources & for access to older sources

PAIS International in Print (Reference Z 7163 .P9)

= PAIS selectively indexes books, journal articles, government documents and reports relating to
economic and social conditions, public policy, and international relations of countries worldwide

= DML owns 1934, 1936-37, 1939, 1941-43, 1962-1999

= notevery item listed is in English, so look for the language indicator in the record

Reader’s Guide to Periodical Literature (Reference Al 3 .R48)

= useful in identifying older news and popular press articles

= covers 1890-present

The previous databases and indexes are more general in nature and tend to be the best source for
history-related articles. Depending on your topic, you might be directed to a different database not on
this list that’s more appropriate for your subject matter.



Tracking down the full text:

Sometimes, databases won’t have the full text of an article. In some databases, you'll see a link that says
Check for full text. This will check the rest of our online article databases and our current print
subscriptions to see if your article is available somewhere else. Here’s what to expect:

1. if an Article is available, click on it to access the article; otherwise...

2. ifalJournal link is available, note the article title and date so that you can search for it in the
linked database; otherwise...

3. click on the Loan Ranger Login option to request a copy of the article from another library
Please note: if you already have a Loan Ranger account, then your request will be filled out
automatically when you log in — once submitted, you should be able to download your article in
2 to 5 days (more about this service below...)

= articles generally arrive within 2-3 days — when you’re notified about an electronic delivery, you’ll
log into Loan Ranger and select Download Articles from the main menu to access your article (can
be saved, read, or printed)

You can also use Loan Ranger to request books not available through Prospector. These are generally
available within one to three weeks. If you have questions about the status of a Loan Ranger request,
you can log into Loan Ranger and use the View Outstanding Requests feature.

If you have a citation from a paper index and need to check if Regis owns your article, you should use
the Locate a Journal feature (in the Library Quick Links menu). Enter the title of the journal (not the
article’s title) and click on Go! Since this search includes only those print journals with a current
subscription, you may also need to check Lumen (using a Journal Title search) for older articles -- just
select Search Library Catalog from the Library Quick Links menu to get to the main search screen, and
remember to search for the journal’s title (again, not the article title).

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Internet research tips
» Scan through sites pre-selected by Regis librarians:
On the History subject guide (under Research by Subject), select the recommended web sites
option, then choose an option under the Military History section.
» Scan through sites pre-selected by search engine:
o http://dir.yahoo.com/Arts/Humanities/History/By Subject/Military History/ (Yahoo)
o http://www.google.com/Top/Society/History/By Topic/Wars and Conflicts/ (Google)
o Select the time period, and then select the conflict you want to study.
» Search sites by search engine:
The different search engines search in different ways (index vocabulary, directory, full-text or
content), or search entirely different parts of the internet (Web, e-mail, graphics or sound), or
search pre-selected and rated Web sites. If you search the internet using only one search engine and
using only one search term, you may be missing valuable information.

What's a scholarly source?

Regardless of where you find it, use this checklist to determine if a source is appropriate:

= Authority: Who wrote it? What credentials does s/he have? [PhD, affiliation with university]

= Source: Where was it published? How was it selected for publication? [look at submission
guidelines for evidence of peer review or other editorial processes]

> Forinternet sites, look at the domain name (.edu, .gov, .mil, etc.) for help in figuring out the source
(or publisher) of the site

= Currency: When was it published? Has it appeared in other forms with/out revision?

= Research: Are other sources cited in a bibliography/reference list? Are foot/endnotes used?

= Bias: Is there an objective viewpoint? Is the author making assertions without documentation, or
with questionable documentation? [e.g., her/his own work, crackpots]

For guidelines on citing internet resources, go to the library’s Handouts and Guides page (under
Research) and select the appropriate style guide. Alternatively, ask the reference desk for our handouts
on this topic.
