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Ryan Martens is the founder and Chief Technology Officer of Rally Software. Ryan started Rally to change the technology industry by moving it from a slow, wasteful product model to a fast, sustainable service model.   In 2012, Ryan launched Rally for Impact, whose mission is to mobilize citizen engineers to solve the world’s toughest problems. Ryan’s vision of a tech company with a social mission led to Rally being placed on B Lab’s Best for the World list (2012), Rally’s status as a certified B Corporation, and Ryan’s talk at TEDx MileHigh, among others.                                  

Before founding Rally, Ryan directed the corporate Intranet within US West Communications. He also co-founded Avitek, which was acquired by BEA Systems.  Ryan is a founding board member with Entrepreneur’s Foundation of Colorado.  Ryan received a Bachelor’s of Science degree in Civil Engineering and an MBA from the University of Colorado at Boulder.  
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Rick Tallman is a veteran entrepreneur, philanthropist, and founder and Chairman of Main Street Power Company, where he developed proprietary solar power financing structures with Morgan Stanley and established four separate residential solar leasing funds.  Rick is also a founder and partner at Renova Capital Partners, where he is Managing Director of Renova’s joint venture with Ensyn (and in partnership with Honeywell/UOP, Chevron, Fibria, and Credit Suisse) to develop, own and operate a portfolio of bio-refineries across North America.  
He established his reputation as a successful entrepreneur by founding and leading several early-stage companies through initial public offering or acquisition.  Among these, WQMC was a pioneer of municipal utility privatization in the US, and is still the largest private water utility in Colorado.  Rick served as a Company Commander in the US Army during the Persian Gulf War.  He is a dedicated urban farmer, serves on a variety of corporate and non-profit boards and frequently lectures on the subjects of social entrepreneurship and renewable energy.  He holds Bachelors and Masters Degrees in Engineering from the Colorado School of Mines.
